A Story of Faith- Rahab
Joshua 2:1-24

31 By faith Rahab the prostitute did not perish with those who were disobedient, because
she had given a friendly welcome to the spies. (Hebrews 11:31)

25 And in the same way was not also Rahab the prostitute justified by works when she
received the messengers and sent them out by another way? 26 For as the body apart from
the spirit is dead, so also faith apart from works is dead. (James 2:25-26)

There are three vitally important truths highlighted in Joshua chapter two about
Biblical faith.

(1) Biblical Faith = Right Belief + . Repentance is turning from your
to your own desires, religion, or anything else, to instead submit
yourself to God. (Acts 2:38; 11:20-21, Romans 10:9-10, James 2:17-20)

(2) Its normal for Biblical faith to need . (John 10:28, Hebrews 10:19-23)

(3) Biblical faith . (Matthew 13:18-23, 1 John 2:19, Philippians 1:6)

Challenge: Is your faith in Christ Biblical faith or some other kind? What
is your faith having on those around you? (Romans 1:8, Ephesians 1:15-16, Colossians 1:3-
5, Philemon 1:4-6)
